Committee will be traveling to Santa Fe for the day to visit with
legislators, an to view committee and floor debate. If you are
interested in attending, please contact Jane Jernigan at the
Association office at 888- 0752.

As you may have heard, the Los Alamos National Labs is considering
using Project Labor Agreements for future bidding. On December 14,

2007, NUCA of NM signed on to a letter urging LANL not to impose PLAs. Congresswoman
Heather Wilson wrote a letter to Dr. Michael Anastasio, Director, Los Alamos National

Dear Dr. Anastasio,

I am writing because | am concerned that Los Alamos is considering using project labor
agreements (PLAs) for companies doing work at the Laboratory. | would ask you to meet with
business leaders concerned about this proposal. | would also ask you to reconsider using PLAs at
Los Alamos. Project labor agreements stifle competition for construction projects and effectively
exclude a large number of contractors from bidding and construction. Several New Mexico
companies that do business at the lab were told by a Bechtel project manager that Bechtel
implements a PLA in each region in which they work. | have been informed that Bechtel is
considering a PLA for Los Alamos.

After meeting and speaking with members of the construction and small business community and
listening to their reasons for opposing a PLA, | urge you to meet with construction and small
business leaders and reconsider the implementation of this rule at Los Alamos. In New Mexico,
over 90% of the construction workforce does not belong to a union. Future projects at Los Alamos
should have more, not less, competition in the bidding and construction process. Many non-union
contractors will not bid on PLA projects and | have been told that non-union New Mexico small
businesses will not team with out-of- state union contractors because of the way their businesses
are treated.

There are not enough union workers in New Mexico to meet the needs of the labs. This is
particularly true in northern New Mexico. On other projects where PLAs have been required in
New Mexico, large numbers of jobs have gone to out of state workers on temporary assignment.
Costs for Los Alamos are much higher than would otherwise be the case.

Because these are Davis-Bacon projects to begin with, there are really no wage differences for
employees. Non-union workers who sign single project union cards often do not receive benefits
taken out of their pay or paid for by the contractor unless they decide to permanently join a union.
They also forego their contributions to their non-union, employer- sponsored 401(k) plans during
the time they are employed as union workers. This further discourages non-union workers from
working on PLA jobs. While Bechtel may have a track record of getting "union peace" by using
PLAs on large construction projects, New Mexico and Los Alamos Lab has no history of significant
problems in this regard. The very small number of union workers in north central New Mexico
makes this concern ill- founded.

Thank you for your attention to this matter. | hope you will keep the concerns of the business
community and their employees in mind as you make these decisions.

) over 20 years or less- 50 percent of the value of new investment
expenditures in 2008 for items subject to current depreciation law. The remaining value of these
investments would be depreciated over the life of the item. Additionally, small businesses would
be allowed to write off the entire cost of new investment expenditures up to $250,000. This would
double the current expensing limit, and would apply to businesses with overall investment limits of
$800,000. Neither Republicans nor Democrats described the bill as perfect, but both sides
expressed confidence that the deal would provide a substantial economic kick-start. In the
meantime, Senate leaders have expressed their intent to add provisions in their stimulus
legislation, including higher payments to more individuals, extended unemployment insurance and
expanded payments to certain senior citizens.

Infrastructure Takes Back Seat in Stimulus Debate

With the help of NUCA and the Clean Water Council (CWC), House Transportation and
Infrastructure Committee Chairman Jim Oberstar (D-Minn.) attempted to include $5 billion in water
infrastructure projects in the House's economic stimulus proposal. Unfortunately, despite a letter
of support and calls from the 31- member CWC, the fi nal legislation did not contain funding for
water infrastructure. However, key leaders in both the House and Senate have indicated their
intent to push for an "infrastructure stimulus package" in the coming weeks and months. As
needed, NUCA and the CWC will make visits to key offi ces reminding lawmakers of the job
creation and economic benefit that comes when funding is provided for projects where planning



and design is complete and can begin "shovels in the ground" within 90 days or less. Recognizing
the huge backlog of projects in many states due to a lack of funding, the CWC is encouraging
Congress to include funding for these projects in stimulus legislation, which would put tens of
thousands to work in the short-term.

Bush's Final State of the Union Brings Few New Ideas

Given the fact that no new ideas or initiatives were presented, and that the event was a
backburner story in the news, it was clear that the president's State of the Union Address on
Monday night (January 28) was his last. The president once again called for fiscal discipline,
including a $181 billion cut in the federal budget, and veto threats for any bill that raises taxes or
appropriates extensive "earmarked" projects. He also defended the war in Iraq and several of his
homeland security and defense initiatives. Although no sweeping new proposals were on the
agenda, the president did call for Congress to pass economic stimulus legislation (see article
above), which would provide some tax incentives for NUCA members to consider. He also called
for Congress to make permanent his 2001 tax cuts, including the repeal of the death tax.
Unfortunately, that effort is considered a non-starter at this point. With regard to illegal immigrants,
the president called for increased "worksite enforcement" against employers who hire them. Since
the White House proposal for comprehensive immigration reform failed last year, the
administration's new take on "reform" is to focus on securing the borders, going after employers
who hire undocumented individuals and requiring the use of the "E-Verify" system. In the final year
of the Bush Administration, NUCA will continue to try to protect employers who work in good faith
to verify the legality of their employees from overreaching and burdensome new employment
verification laws.

Commission Calls for Major Transportation Improvements

Calling for broad reform of the nation's transportation programs, the bipartisan 12- member
National Surface Transportation Policy and Revenue Study Commission unveiled on January 15 a
comprehensive plan that would refocus federal transportation programs while maintaining a strong
federal role in surface transportation. The recommendations in the Transportation for Tomorrow
plan include the following: investing at least $225 billion annually from all sources (federal, state,
local, and private) for the next 50 years, accelerating the time between conception and delivery of
major transportation projects to reduce costs, retaining a strong federal role in transportation,
replacing more than 100 current transportation programs with 10 programs and creating a new
National Surface Transportation Commission to develop national strategic plans for each of the
program areas. The commission concluded that the best short-term solution to the nation's
surface transportation infrastructure problems would be to raise the federal gas tax by as much as
40 cents a gallon over five years. Obviously, with oil prices soaring and many motorists already
paying more than $3 a gallon at the tank, many on Capitol Hill disparaged the results immediately.
Therefore, fast action on the committee's findings is not expected. In fact, Rep. John Mica (R-
Fla.), Ranking Republican on the House Transportation and Infrastructure Committee, said that
"the commission's recommendation of a dramatic increase in the gas tax does not stand a
snowball's chance in hell of passing Congress." While highway funding advocates (including
NUCA) are not hoping for a gas tax hike anytime soon, the information in the report is good
ammunition for future discussions regarding the need to refurbish America's deteriorating
infrastructure.

NUCA Benefit
2007 a Big Year for NUCA's Claims Avoidance Program!

While the final numbers are yet to be determined, the results are clear: NUCA's Damage
Prevention Claims Avoidance Program (CAP) had a banner year in '07. The CAP program is a
three tiered benefit that offers NUCA members: 1) unlimited free consulting on damage prevention
best practices, 2) unlimited free consulting on effective damage investigation in cases where hits
to underground facilities occur through no fault of the excavator, and 3) hours of free access to a
facility damage expert to help contractors evaluate claims. Out of 80 claims handled last year, 65
were either reversed or reduced and 10 are still in the works. Only five claims could not be
mitigated. This reflects a 94% success rate, which could significantly go up as the last claims are
finally resolved. Last year the CAP was responsible for at least $287,000 to the underground
contracting industry in terms of dollars saved in claims avoidance and litigation. If you need the
